REASONS to give GENERAL ANESTHESIA  for a Cesarean Section

1. patient refuses a spinal or epidural – less of an issue in developing countries

2. sudden severe fetal bradycardia

3. severe hemorrhage with inadequate fluid resuscitation

4. patient on anticoagulation e.g. warfarin/coumadin

5. coagulopathy

a. severe preeclampsia

b. HELLP syndrome

c. Clotting/bleeding disorder

6. severe heart disease, especially valvular lesions

7. anatomical problems e.g. scoliosis

8. septicemia
